We completed the year 2009 with income exceeding expenses by $8,796, which compares very favorably
with a budgeted loss of $14,900. As has been the case for the past two and a half years, this was the

result of not having a permanent minister during that period. Pledge receipts for the year were an impressive
97% of budget, but we did not achieve expectations for our Scrip Program and Thrift Shop. Excluding
Administration Expenses, which accounted for our favorable results, other expenditures were kept pretty

much under control.

We begin 2010 in solid financial condition. However, that situation and the continuation of existing programs
can only happen through our support. As of this writing, the results of our 2010 pledge campaign threaten

to seriously curtail these programs.
